Dear Parents and Guardians:

The Code of Student Conduct (COSC) is aligned to recent local, state, and federal mandates with
an emphasis on promoting a safe learning environment to ensure academic success. The COSC
sets the standards of conduct expected of students in a purposeful safe learning environment in
which the principles of care, courtesy and respect for the rights of others is valued. It also addresses
the role of the parents/guardians, the students, and school, but also focuses on core values and
model student behavior, rights and responsibilities of students, addressing student behavior, and
disciplinary procedures.

It is important that parents/guardians, along with their child take the time to review the COSC.
There have been some substantive revisions that both parents/guardians and students need to
review. Furthermore, it should also be noted that behaviors committed on or off the school campus
may be violations of the COSC and may also be violations of Florida law. These violations may
result in disciplinary actions imposed by local law enforcement authorities, in addition to those of
the school/district.

The COSC can be accessed by visiting codeofconduct.dadeschools.net. If you do not have access
to the internet, you may go to your child’s school and request to review the Code of Student
Conduct manual. Please take the time to review and discuss the importance of the Code of Student
Conduct with your child or children. After reviewing the Code of Student Conduct, you and your
child/children must sign, date, and return the accompanied Parent Receipt and
Acknowledgement Form to your child's school within 5 school days.

I consider each and every parent/guardian a valuable partner of Miami-Dade County Public
Schools and recognize that you share the same goal as all of our schools, which is to create a safe
learning environment that promotes academic success. For this reason, we hope that you
understand the importance of the District’s expectations for student behavior, and the corrective
strategies should misconduct occur.

Miami-Dade County Public Schools prioritizes the safety and well-being of its students. As an
extra layer of support and in alignment with School Board Policies 7540.03, Student Responsible
Use of Technology, Social Media, and District Network Systems, & Internet Safety, and 7540.07,
Instructional Mobile Devices, M-DCPS has partnered with Lightspeed Systems® to help provide a
safe digital learning environment for all K-12 students. Lightspeed Alert is a threat detection
solution that will monitor students’ online activity for signs related to violence, bullying, which
includes “harm-to-self” and “harm-to-others.” Lightspeed Alert is a software product that uses

artificial intelligence and human review to scan student activity on school-owned devices.

Lightspeed Alert’s system will specifically collect the following data: student name, school, grade
level, e-mail, and content that triggered the alert. No other activity or data will be monitored or
collected. The safety specialists from the company evaluate all alerts, and based on the content,
the information is shared with the school, the district and the Miami-Dade Schools Police
Department. Lightspeed Alert will also provide 24/7/365 human review for all student safety
alerts. Ifimminent danger to the student or school exists, Lightspeed safety specialists will follow
an escalation process to ensure that the appropriate parties in the district are notified

immediately regardless of the day or time.

The school district is committed to continuing to learning and providing a safe environment for
all our students and other stakeholders. If you have any questions, please contact your child’s

A modo de medida adicional de proteccién y
segln las Politicas de la Junta Escolar 7540.03 sobre el Uso responsable de tecnologia, redes sociales y
sistemas de red del distrito y seguridad en internet por parte de estudiantes (Student Responsible Use of
Technology, Social Media, and District Network Systems, & Internet Safety) y 7540.07, Dispositivos
moviles de instruccién (Instructional Mobile Devices), M-DCPS se ha asociado con Lightspeed Systems®
para brindar un entorno digital de aprendizaje seguro para todos los estudiantes desde kindergarten hasta
122 grado. La alerta Lightspeed Alert es una solucion de deteccion de amenaza que monitorea la actividad
del estudiante en linea para cualquier sefial de violencia, acoso o bullying, incluyendo “dafio a si mismo”
y “dafio a otros”. Lightspeed Alert es un software que utiliza inteligencia artificial y revision humana para

rastrear la actividad de estudiantes en los dispositivos que son propiedad de la escuela.

El sistema Lightspeed Alert especificamente recopilara los siguientes datos: nombre del estudiante,
escuela, grado escolar, correo electronico y contenido que activé la alerta. Ninguna otra actividad sera
monitoreada o recopilada. Los especialistas en seguridad de la compafiia evaltan todas las alertas y, seglin
el contenido, la informacion se comparte con la escuela, el distrito, y el Departamento de la Policia de las
Escuelas de Miami-Dade (Miami-Dade Schools Police Department, MDSPD). Lightspeed Alert también
brindara revision humana las 24 horas al dia, 7 dias por semana, 365 dias del afio con respecto a todas las
alertas de seguridad relacionadas con estudiantes. En caso de peligro inminente para el estudiante o la
escuela, los especialistas de seguridad de Lightspeed seguirdn un proceso de escalamiento para asegurar
que todos los entes apropiados dentro del distrito sean notificados de inmediato, sin importar ni el dia ni

la hora.

El distrito escolar se compromete con la ensefianza y con brindar un entorno seguro para todos nuestros
estudiantes y partes interesadas.

Our school has adopted The “l Love U Guys” Foundation’s
Standard Response Protocol (SRP). Students and staff will
be training, practicing, and drilling the protocal.

COMMON LANGUAGE

The Standard Response Protocol (SRP) is based on an all-
hazards approach as opposed to individual scenarics. Like
the Incident Command System (ICS), SRP utilizes clear
common language while allowing for flexibility in protocol.
The premise is simple - there are five specific actions that
can be performed during an incident. When communicating
these, the action is labeled with a “Term of Art” and is then
followed by a “Directive.” Execution of the action is per-
formed by active participants, including students, staff,
teachers and first responders. The SRP is based on the fol-
lowing actions: Hold, Secure, Lockdown, Evacuate, and
Shelter.

Dear Parents/Guardians,

I would like to review our school’s past and present procedures for drop-off and school visits. Our efforts, as always, are to
ensure the safety of our students, faculty/school, parents and all stakeholders. As such we are asking for your cooperation
and assistance complying with school, district, and state mandates and guidelines. Remember that once the school day has
started, the school has a SINGLE point of entry for all parents/guardians and visitors.

Morning Drop Off Procedures:
Free breakfast is offered to all students daily, from 7:35 - 8:15 in the cafeteria. Please remember that students cannot be

dropped off prior to 7:35 a.m. as there is NO supervision except in the cafeteria. Students not having breakfast and/or are
not part of morning care are not to be dropped off before 8:00 a.m. School gates will not be opened until the 7:35 a.m.
time. Specific tables in the cafeteria have been designated for those students having breakfast.

DESIGNATED arrival/drop-off areas:

Again, unless students are accessing the free breakfast program they are not to be dropped off before 8:00 a.m. Below are
the designated areas as previously informed by grade levels:

a. PreK, Kindergarten, and First grade students will enter by the gated entrance near the PE SHELTER area located in the front of
the school. This gate will close promptly at 8:20a.m., but please remember that students should be in their classrooms by this
time as such you should drop off your child by 8:15 a.m. the latest.

b. Students in Grades 2-3 will report to the DOME. Easiest and closest drop off area is the circular driveway located inside the
school's parking lot.

¢. Students in Grades 4-5 will report to the CAFETERIA. Easiest and closest drop-off area is the circular driveway located inside the
school's parking lot.

d. Kindergarten-3"¥ grade students that would like to eat breakfast will report to the cafeteria first and then they will be
released/escorted to their respective areas or teachers depending on the grade level.

e. Studentsin Grades 6-8 are to report to the spill-out area in front of the annex building. They are not to be roaming around any
other area of the school.

Reporting to Main Office:

If you are picking up students, volunteering, and/or visiting the school for any reason, you must report to the main office
first. Please be prepared to provide a valid and actual picture ID upon request which includes a driver’s license and passport.
All schools have a Raptor system for security purposes. Pictures of IDs on your phone are not valid. When provided a visitor's
pass you must wear it at all times, when in the school.

If you are coming to the school to pick up your child, parent conferences, assemblies, etc...there are designated visitor
parking spaces (in green) along the fence line. Please do not park in the faculty/staff parking lot or cross through the parking

lots. The official entrance of the school is through the front. You can also park in the park next door or in the front of the
school from 9 a.m to 1:.00 p.m and after 3:45 p.m once the park reopens to the public.
